2. Reasons for revision of earnings forecast

While in the Precision Machinery Business, there is uncertainty regarding demand for air conditioner
compressor parts and inverter parts for electric vehicles, sales of insert-molded products and fixtures used for
automotive sensors have been steadily increasing. Sales at MG Co., Ltd, which became a consolidated
subsidiary in October 2024, are also expected to remain firm, particularly as regards automotive connectors.

In terms of the Optical Products Business, demand for optical connectors for data centers is continuing to
grow, leading to higher sales of those and other optical communication components. The bottleneck of parts
procurement for optical connector polishing machines, which are essential for mass production of optical
connectors, has gradually been resolved, allowing us to boost production, with sales exceeding expectations.

Sales for the current fiscal year are expected to increase by 6,000 million yen from the previous forecast to
30,000 million yen, marking a record high. Due to the anticipated increase in net sales of products with strong
margins, profits at all levels are expected to significantly exceed the initial forecasts, with operating income at
7,000 million yen, ordinary income at 7,200 million yen, and net income attributable to owners of the parent at
5,400 million yen, all record highs.
